The Lodi Woman's Club, located since 1923 at 325 W. Pine, was established in 1906 as the Ladies' Improvement Club, to create

playgrounds, preserve forests, improve juvenile courts, foster uniform child labor legislation and generally stimulate enlightened social

legislation on a local and state level. In 1996 it had a membership of about two hundred women.
