Born as Charles Robert Douglas Hardy Andrews on October 19, 1908 in Effingham, Kansas; attended University of Minnesota,
Northwestern, University of Chicago; reporter, then city editor for Minneapolis journal and later of “Midweek” for the Chicago daily news;
writer-producer for radio, motion pictures, and television; author of books, screenplays, television scripts, and short stories; film production
executive in India and Egypt; consultant to U.S. firms in the Far East.
